Dear Chairmen Shelby and Frelinghuysen, Vice Chairman Leahy, and Ranking Member Lowey:

The Nursing Community Coalition applauds your commitment and efforts to ensure continued
investments for nursing education and research were included in H.R. 6157, the Departments of
Defense, Labor, Health and Human Services, and Education Appropriations Act and Continuing
Appropriations Act of 2019, which led to the successful passage and signature of this vital funding
package signed by the president. The appropriations outlined in the Fiscal Year (FY) 2019 spending
minibus, especially the $249.472 million for the Title VIl Nursing Workforce Development Programs and
$162.992 million for the National Institute of Nursing Research (NINR, one of the 27 institutes and
centers within the National Institutes of Health), highlight the committee’s commitment to
strengthening the programs that drive the nation’s nursing workforce and research.

The Title VIl programs act as a critical pipeline ensuring communities across the nation, particularly in
rural and underserved areas, have access to care.

The members of the Nursing Community Coalition thank the Senate and House Labor, Health and
Human Services, and Education Appropriations Subcommittee Chairs Senator Roy Blunt (R-MO) and
Representative Tom Cole (R-OK), and Ranking Members Patty Murray (D-WA) and Rosa DelLauro (D-CT),
along with the full Appropriations Committees for their commitment to bolster the profession and the
health of our nation. The coalition looks forward to continuing to work with you to increase support
nursing workforce and research programs in future fiscal years for the health of our nation.
